Read Proverbs 23:22-25.

If you are a parent, what is your deepest desire for your children?
How might you encourage them to live by verse 23?

3. God’s wisdom is available if we ask
Read James 1:1-5.

What does James say are the blessings of facing challenges in life?
Why will looking for the easy option not benefit us really?
